Themed with Energising Sustainability, IGEM 2020 has 
managed an impressive benchmark with participation 
from industry, government agencies and NGOs.

In spite of the pandemic, IGEM 2020 utilised its digital 
platform through a virtual format to deliver two-fold of the 
targeted business leads of RM1.6 billion with investments 
worth RM3.4 billion. 

With this success, IGEM 2021 will continue its virtual 
format with added features designed to offer sponsors, 
exhibitors, participants and stakeholders greater visibility, 
flexibility and opportunities to showcase their products 
and services, including the latest trends and industry 
insights.  

IGEM 2021 Virtual Platform will be hosted from 1st July to 
31st Dec 2021.

A joint webinar was organised by Malaysia Pavilion and Estonia Pavilion to match several companies from 
various industries of both countries, for potential trade and business in the lead up to Expo 2020 Dubai. The 
webinar was attended by 21 Malaysian companies and 19 Estonian companies, aside from Government 
ministries and agencies. 

The session included presentations by MIDA and MATRADE, as well as Enterprise Estonia, Estonia’s 
national foundation which goal is to develop the economy of Estonia. Estonia is reportedly the most digitally 
advanced and connected society with the most number of Unicorn companies per capita. 

The National Energy Awards (NEA) 2021 committee has organised a virtual town 
hall to drive further Malaysian companies to participate in the yearly event. 

The town hall, which also features a special briefing session with MIDA has 
attracted over 228 participants to drive participation from manufacturers and MOH 
targeting organisations that have undertaken retrofitting and energy efficiency 
management programmes. 

A total of 24 participants in the final tabulation will be representing Malaysia at the 
ASEAN Energy Awards 2021.

Circular Economy (CE) Program is an inaugural Masterclass 
organized by Malaysian Green Technology and Climate Change 
Centre (MGTC) in collaboration with Ekonnect Knowledge 
Foundation and Indonesia–Malaysia–Thailand Growth Triangle 
(IMT-GT). More than 50 participants from various SMEs 
background learned about CE principles and their applications to 
increase resource efficiency and thus, strengthen business 
sustainability. The Masterclass aims to help SMEs in Malaysia 
improve their profitability, increase competitiveness and reduce 
environmental impacts. The program includes an Overview of CE, 
its evolution and exposition to international initiatives with sharing 
of experience focusing on SME.

Program Rumah Ibadat Hijau (RIH), an initiative by the 
MGTC, has turned Masjid Al-Hasanah, Bandar Baru 
Bangi into the pioneer's mosque in the country in an 
event officiated by Ministry of Environment and Water 
(KASA), Secretary-General, Dato' Seri Ir. Dr Zaini 
Ujang. The RIH programme aims to establish a house 
of worship as a catalyst for a sustainable environment 
at the community level. 

The programme also aims to foster a green lifestyle in 
the masjid committee and the communities by 
emphasizing (4) green elements, namely electricity 
consumption, water consumption, waste 
management and green product procurement. 

The media in Dubai were given a preview of Malaysia’s Rainforest Canopy Pavilion and its 
architectural marvel blending esoteric design with animation elements to provide a sublime 

experience of Man-Nature relationship to visitors.

At the press conference, MGTC CEO Shamsul Bahar Mohd Nor unveiled details of 
Malaysia’s unique pavilion concept which highlights the country’s commitment to 
sustainability. The press conference was also presided by Ambassador of Malaysia to the 
UAE, H.E. Mohd Tarid Sufian, who spoke on Malaysia’s aspirations for Expo 2020 Dubai as 

a nodal global event contributing to the efforts of a post-COVID economic recovery

The press announcement earned wide coverage in media outlets in the UAE and other Gulf 
Cooperation Council (GCC) countries.

Malaysia’s classic traditional trishaw (beca) will be featured as a tourism attraction to millions 
of visitors at Expo 2020 Dubai. Eight units of the beca, sponsored by the Ministry of Tourism, 
Arts and Culture Malaysia (MOTAC), arrived in Dubai, UAE in March for handover to the Expo 
2020 organiser.

A sure hit with Expo visitors, the trishaws will provide visitors a unique experience of Malaysia’s 
heritage and culture. "This will create awareness among visitors in our country and pique their 
interest to visit Malaysia",  said Tourism Malaysia Dubai director, Shahrin Mokhtar.

Malaysia intends to leverage Expo 2020 Dubai as a platform to revive its tourism industry with 
culture, arts and tourism as permanent fixtures. Malaysia will present more than 500 cultural 
shows and craft demonstrations throughout the expo.

With a few months left to go to Expo 2020 Dubai, 
participating countries are making full swing 
preparations for their self-built pavilion at the Expo site. 
Malaysia too is gearing up to ensure its Rainforest 
Canopy is ready to open its door in all its splendour 
come October 1, 2021. 

MGTC CEO Shamsul Bahar Mohd Nor gave The

construction work was on track. “Despite the 
Covid-19 outbreak globally, we have been able to plan 
the work activities keeping in mind safety protocols," 
he told the national daily.
